e K-12 Workforce Program Manager for the State Department of Education, Allison
Duman, updated the Council on the program awards to date.

e Ms. Duman reported that as of October 31, 2023, the ICRS program had received
108 proposals totaling $111,118,927 and awarded 13 proposals totaling
$16,887,209.

e Of the 108 proposals submitted, 40 were for Capital Projects totaling $97,342,224;
41 were for Existing Program Support totaling $4,110,421; and 27 were for New
Programs totaling $9,666,282.

e Of the 13 proposals awarded, 6 were for Capital Projects totaling $15,738,978; 4
were for Existing Program Support totaling $78,201; and 3 were for New Programs
totaling $1,070,030.
