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Discipline Report Questions and Answers (as of 5/8/07)


Ann Asked: For those of us who joined late.....Where is this report found?

Answer: The Discipline Data Report is located on the State website at: http://www.sde.state.id.us/SpecialEd/Discipline/default.asp 


Deb – Caldwell & D. Simmons Asked: Where do we get the password?
Answer: Use the CIP Tool/ Accreditation school level password or the AYP password. Principals should have that password. If not, contact webmaster@sde.idaho.gov to find out your school password.


Jennifer Asked: What is the CIP Tool?
Answer: “CIP” refers to the Continuous Improvement Planning Tool created to incorporate all school and district improvement plans. It is used by Title 1, Special Education, Accreditation, and all other programs that require an improvement plan. You may find it at: http://www.sde.idaho.gov/accreditation/default.asp 



Bill K Asked: Are these reports to be completed for the 2006-2007 school year?
Answer: Yes.


Jennifer Hardy Asked: I am trying my CIP tool password and it is not working. It states “invalid password”.
Answer: Try again using either the Accreditation or the AYP password. There was a glitch for the small districts where the school & district was combined. That has been fixed so either password should work now.


Loretta Stowers Asked: There is no disability category for Non-categorical. We are a RBM school and we use non-categorical for many of our students. 
Answer:  In the future, the RBM/RTI process will only be used to identify students who have a learning disability. If a student who has previously been identified under non-categorical gets suspended, give it your best guess as to what disability label that student fits for the purpose of this report.


Cliff Hart Asked: The listing of students with disabilities in column A, is this just for students that have been removed or just a listing of all students that were on the December One count?
Answer: Only report students who have been suspended for one day or more during the school year. Do not list all the students on your Child Count unless they were suspended.


Marta Katana Asked: What is the definition of "suspension"? If FAPE is provided for ISS, is that a suspension? If a student can do work while suspended in/out of school, is that considered a suspension?

Answer: Suspension is any time a student is excluded from his usual classes due to behaviors, whether or not he receives instruction or FAPE during that period of time.


O'Leary Jr. High Asked: Is that total (section 3) from the discipline removal report information from the previous two reports?
Answer: Yes, the third section of the report lists the combined totals from the previous two sections.


Deborah Nix, Caldwell Asked: How do you want us to count students who were not identified as sped at the beginning of the school year but at some point become identified? Do we count all their suspensions or do we have to figure out the date of identification and only count from that? And conversely, student is sped at beginning of year but is at some point exited from all sped services -do those also need to get counted for just sped time frame, all year, or not at all?
Answer: If a student has been on an IEP at any time during the school year, include them in this report as if they were in special education all year. This is our baseline year, so it’s better to over-report than to under-report on the baseline year, since improvement is expected.


Sally Greene Asked: Would a student who has a "hit list" or threatens others be included in the risk to others category?
Answer: That student would be reported in the second section of the report under either In-School Suspension or under Out-of-School Suspension.
The first part of the report includes only students who are placed in an Interim Alternative Educational Setting (IAES) because of drugs, weapons, serious bodily injury, or due to a hearing officer’s order.


Patrick Asked: What if there are two half day suspensions. Does that equal 1 full day?
Answer: Yes, add up all the suspensions for a student for reporting purposes.    


Jenifer Jr. High Asked: If a student has multiple suspensions, one of which is a 1 day suspension, and another is a 3 day suspension, do we report that as one incident of more than 2 days? Or do we report it as an incident of a 1 day suspension, and another incident of 2 days or more?
Answer: The second page of the report asks for the number of students who were suspended, regardless of the number of incidents.  The student you referenced would be reported in the column A because his total suspension is less than 10 days.  Incidents are reported only for the very serious categories of Drugs, Weapons, Serious Bodily Injury, and a Hearing Officer’s determination regarding likely injury that result in placement of the student in an IAES, on the first page of the report.


Deb - Caldwell Asked: Who is required to gather the data? Principals or...? The final submission asks for principal name - does that mean they gather and enter or can it be designated?
Answer: This is a local control issue and your people may decide who will do it. The SDE only requires accurate information, regardless of who fills out the form. 


Question: If a student has a drug related incident but is not sent to an IAES, how should he be reported?
Answer: He should be reported on the suspension page 2, not on the IAES page.



Carla Coburn Asked: Please clarify for me. Do I need to complete a report for each school or can I do one District report?
Answer: Each school must submit a report on the SDE website. No district report is required from this point forward.


Delsa Asked: Do we report suspensions for inappropriate behavior that likely will not cause bodily harm?
Answer: Yes, all suspensions must be reported, if they total to one or more days. The suspension you described would be reported in the second section of the report under In-School Suspension or under Out-of-School Suspension.


Jennifer Besel Asked: Can we put information in as it happens in the future?
Answer: Yes, individual incidents may be reported in the future as they occur. The Discipline Data Report site will be open all year until the Final Submit.


Diana Zigars Changes Question To: Are there any suggestions to steamlining gathering info from multiple schools to submit final report?
Answer: Each school must file their own report and the Principal must sign off on it. No district report is required this year. 

Karen Christensen Asked: Can the data that is needed be queried out of PowerSchool and/or imported into the Discipline Report?

Answer: It should be possible to query the data needed from Powerschool, however SDE does not have the expertise to provide assistance in Powerschool.  This will have to be done by the Tech person at the District/School.   The import feature is currently not available in the Discipline system.  We expect to incorporate this feature during the next school year.


Sally Greene Asked: Do we report 504 students or just those on IEPs?
Answer: 504 students are not included.


Mike Asked: How do we report sexual misconduct as a reason for IAES placement?
Answer: Report it on the second section in suspensions of greater than 10 days since it does not fit any of the categories listed in the first section for IAES.


Kuna SD Asked: Are there any options to collect and transmit the report electronically for all schools within the District?
Answer: Since it is late in the school year, we cannot have the option to mass upload the data this year.  We will work on it for the new school year.


Kevin Hill Asked: If a classroom teacher sends a student to the office during class is that considered a suspension?
Answer: It could be, if the number of classes missed in a year adds up to a full day or more.


Sherry Asked: Are these students included in the Safe/Drug Free report or do I just list them on the Special Ed report
Answer: This information is in addition to that required by the Safe/Drug Free report.


Rose Larson Asked: What about a student that has come into the district and has suspensions already how do we know what to report?
Answer: Just report the suspensions given at your school. The previous school is responsible to report their own suspensions, even if the student moved.


Janna Asked: What about a Threat of use of a weapon?
Answer: That should be reported in section 2 under In-School or Out-of-School Suspensions.


Nancy Wootan Asked: Is every suspension reported on the 1st report?
Answer: The first section of the report deals only with drugs, weapons, serious bodily injury, and placement in an IAES by a hearing officer. Most suspensions fall into the second section under In-School or Out-of-School Suspensions for other less serious reasons.


Lynda Asked: Will the districts be able to access the individual school's report and/or will we get a district report?
Answer: Schools should save and print a copy of their report. Your district may require schools to transmit that data to the district office. No district report exists.


Ann Asked: If, as director, I'm responsible for ensuring accuracy and compliance, I'd like to have access to these reports throughout the school year to be proactive. I believe we need access to building data on-line rather than waiting for a hard copy.

Answer: We should be able to arrange that.


Cliff Hart Asked: What report would you place a student removed from school by the probation office and placed in state custody for violating his/her probation orders.
Answer: A removal by the court system is not considered a suspension handed down by school personnel, so would not be reported.


Diana Zigars Asked: Should we report all special education students served throughout the school year or only those reported on the December 1 Count? If all students, would there not be possible duplication of reporting data for students who move/change districts/schools frequently making it appear that we suspend more than would be anticipated based on the Child Count number?
Answer: Report suspensions given out by your school personnel to students with an IEP, whether or not they were included on your last Child Count. It is possible that a student with behavior issues may transfer to another school after being suspended and both schools are expected to report the suspensions that student received while enrolled. Remember that this is a new baseline year for this data indicator and there are no “expected numbers” established yet.
