 website with your student. Discuss the accessibility and accommodations tools and supports with your student and with educators. Review the ISAAP for your student and suggest additions/changes as needed.

Re: Technology Tools and Supports for the Smarter Balanced Assessment System
This month, I will schedule a time to have you take the Training Test in the computer lab, using the accessibility tools and supports. The staff found out from students last year that it is very helpful for students to practice using these tools before taking a “live” test. We want you to be able to concentrate on doing your best work. When you finish the Training Test, we will ask you to share your test experience with us, so that we are able to give feedback to the specialist staff and the testing coordinator about how the tools and supports work and how to improve the testing experience. 
The Smarter Balanced online testing system includes accessibility tools and supports that allow you to show your best thinking on the test items. The best way for you to see how these supports work is to take the Training Test on the Smarter Balanced website and select the accessibility and accommodations supports that I will discuss with you to turn “on” when you take the Training Test. 
Once we have finalized the accessibility and accommodations supports for you to use on the Smarter Balanced test, the next step is to try out the Practice Test using the same tools and supports. The link to the Practice test is on the Smarter Balanced website (a link can also be found on the resources page). As you are taking the Practice Test, think about what coursework you may need to review to prepare to answer similar test items in the end-of-year test. Be sure to share your experiences taking the Practice Test with me and with your parents. 
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Email to Students
I would like to collaborate with you and your parents to ensure that you have all the supports that you need to do your best work on the tests. We want you to be relaxed and engaged in the testing setting and prepared to have a positive testing experience.
Accessibility and Accommodations
The Smarter Balanced testing system has built-in technology tools and is able to connect online to other assistive technology tools, such as refreshable Braille and print-on-demand hardware, to help all students be able to respond to the test questions. Your ISAAP profile of accessibility and accommodations supports will be entered into the test administration system by the testing coordinator, and, during a test, the computer turns on or turns off supports, based on the profile. The teacher, the specialist staff, your parent(s), and you are a team working together to ensure that you are able to use the tools that are assigned to you. It is important for you to practice using the tools in advance of the test so that you can navigate among tools without a problem. There are three types of tools or supports:
1. A set of universal accessibility tools, such as a digital notepad and scratch paper, will be available to all students.
2. Designated supports, such as a translated pop-up glossary, will be made available to students for whom a need has been identified by school personnel familiar with each student’s needs and with testing resources.
3. Accommodations will be available to students with a documented need noted in an Individualized Education Program (IEP) or 504 plan. These accommodations include Braille and closed captioning, among others.
