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Title I-A Statement of Purpose
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The purpose of Title I-A is to provide all 
children significant opportunity to receive a 
fair, equitable, and high-quality education, 
and to close educational achievement gaps.

ESSA Section 1001



Well-Rounded Education
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Courses, activities, and programming in subjects such as 
English, reading or language arts, writing, science, 
technology, engineering, mathematics, foreign languages, 
civicsand government, economics, arts, history, geography, 
computer science, music, career and technical education, 
health, physical education, and any other subject, as 
determined by the State or local educational agency, with 
the purpose of providing all students access to an enriched 
curriculum and educational experience. (Sec. 8101(52))



Supplement not Supplant
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Beginning December 10, 2017:

An LEA must demonstrate the methodology used to 
allocate State and Local funds to its schools to ensure 
that each Title I school receives all of the State and 
local funds it would otherwise receive if it were not 
receiving Title I funds.  ESSA section 1118(b)(2)

*Targeted Assistance Schools may only use Title I 
funds for services for targeted students.



Targeted Assistance Eligibility
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ÁAny school eligible for Title I-A funds may operate a targeted 
assistance program:

ÁSchools with at least 35% low-income (with some 
exceptions ςcharter LEAs and district poverty average).

ÁTitle I-eligibility is based on multiple, educationally related, 
objective criteria established by the LEA and 
supplemented by the school.

ÁServices ŀǊŜ άǘŀǊƎŜǘŜŘέ ŀƴŘ ǇǊƻǾƛŘŜŘ ǘƻ identified eligible 
students. (rank order list)

ÁSchool must select some students for services, but not all 
students, even if all students are low-achieving. 



Targeted Assistance
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ÁHelp participating children meet the challenging 
state academic standards, which may include 
programs, activities, and academic courses to 
provide a well-rounded education.



Targeted Assistance
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Á Students are eligiblefor Title I if they are: 

Á Failing, or at risk of failing, to meet state standards;  
Á Participating in certain federally-funded preschool 

programs;  
Á Receiving services under the Migrant Education 

Program;  
Á In a local institution for neglected or delinquent 

children or are attending a community day 
program; or 

Á Identified as Homeless Education students.



Targeted Assistance
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ÁUse methods and instructional strategies to 
strengthen the academic program, which may 
include: 

Á Expanded learning time. 

Á A schoolwide tiered model to prevent and 
address behavior problems. 

Á Early intervening services, coordinated with 
similar activities & services carried out under 
IDEA.



Targeted Assistance
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Á Help provide an accelerated, high-quality 
curriculum and services, including: 
• Pull-out 
• Push-in services
• Extended learning time

Á Minimize the removal of children from the 
regular classroom during regular school hours 
for Title I instruction.



Targeted Assistance
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Á Coordinate with and support the regular 
education program, which may include 
services to assist preschool children in the 
transition from early childhood education 
programs.

Á Coordinate and integrate federal, state, and 
local services and programs, if appropriate 
and applicable.



Targeted Assistance
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Á Provide professional development for school 
staff who work with eligible students:

Á Teachers
Á Principals 
Á Other school leaders 
Á Paraprofessionals
Á Specialized instructional support personnel
Á Other school personnel 



Targeted Assistance
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Á Implement strategies to increase parent and 
family engagement of eligible students, 
through program requirements including:

Á Parent & Family Policies & Plans
Á Title I Annual Meeting
Á School-Parent Compact 
Á Parent notifications & trainings



Targeted Assistance
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Á Review the progress of eligible students on 
an ongoing basis and revise the targeted 
assistance program, as necessary.



Schoolwide Eligibility
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ÁSchool is 40 percent or more low income.

ÁA Targeted Assistance School may apply for a waiver 
to operate a schoolwide program, after taking into 
account how a schoolwide program will best serve the 
needs of the students in the school. If the waiver is 
approved, the school would then complete the 
Schoolwide Improvement Plan application process.

ÁSchoolwide programs are not required to identify 
eligible Title I students for Title I services. All students 
are eligible to participate in all aspects of the 
Schoolwide Program, as appropriate.



Schoolwide
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Á No school participating in a schoolwide program 
shall be required to identify:

Á Particular children under this part as eligible to 
participate in a schoolwide program.

Á Individual services as supplementary.
